DAY 1: DEPARTURE
Today marks the beginning of your pilgrimage 
as you board your flight to Paris. With all 
your preparations in place, travel confidently 
and take this time to relax and reflect on the 
spiritual journey ahead. 

DAY 2: PARIS 
Upon arrival, enjoy airport assistance and 
lunch. Meet your Nativity Pilgrimage Tour 
Guide for a tour of Paris, including the Eiffel 
Tower, Church of St. Eustache, and Sainte 
Chapelle. View the incredible Notre Dame 
Cathedral, the Paris Opera House, and the 
Arc de Triomphe. Our final stop will be at the 
Chapel of the Miraculous Medal at Rue de 
Bac. After check-in at the hotel, enjoy dinner 
and overnight accommodations.

DAY 3: PARIS / LISIEUX 
In the morning, we’ll head to Lisieux, the 
birthplace of St. Therese, the “Little Flower of 
Jesus.” Our visit includes her childhood home, 
the Carmel Convent, Mass at the Basilica of 
St. Therese, and the stunning Gothic Cathedral 
of St. Peter. We’ll return to Paris for dinner and 
an overnight stay at your hotel.

DAY 4: PARIS / LOURDES 
After breakfast, we’ll visit Montmartre, known 

Zaragoza Sacre Coeur, Paris Fatima

for its artistic history, and the stunning 
Basilica of Sacré-Coeur for panoramic views 
of Paris from its dome 100 meters above the 
Seine River. Next, we’ll take a scenic train ride 
to Lourdes, check into our hotel, and enjoy a 
reflective dinner to prepare for our adventures.

DAY 5: LOURDES 
After breakfast, explore Lourdes, starting with 
a Mass at the Grotto of Massabielle, followed 
by the Basilica of St. Pius X. Visit Saint 
Bernadette’s home and various healing sites. 
End the evening with a candlelight procession, 
then return to your hotel for dinner and a 
restful night.

DAY 6: LOURDES / BARCELONA 
Today, we will head to Barcelona. Upon our 
arrival, we’ll visit the famous Sagrada Familia 
Church before checking into our hotel for 
dinner and overnight accommodations.

DAY 7: BARCELONA / ZARAGOZA
This morning, we will take a panoramic tour 
of the historic Gothic Quarter, with its narrow 
streets and medieval architecture. We will 
then travel to Zaragoza, where we will attend 
Mass at the stunning Basilica de Nuestra 
Señora del Pilar. Afterward, we will check into 
our hotel for the evening.

ILDAY 8: ZARAGOZA / BURGOS
After breakfast, we will depart for Burgos, 
known as the cradle of Castile and the 
Gothic capital of Spain. A guided tour will 
showcase the stunning Burgos Cathedral, 
the nation’s third-largest church, celebrated 
for its Spanish Gothic architecture. After our 
visit, we’ll check in at our hotel for dinner, 
allowing time to relax before our upcoming 
adventures.

DAY 9: BURGOS / LEON / SANTIAGO 
DE COMPOSTELA
After breakfast, we’ll travel to Santiago de 
Compostela, stopping in León for a brief 
tour. We’ll visit the stunning Cathedral of 
León and the Basilica of San Isidoro, the 
burial site of medieval monarchs. Enjoy free 
time for lunch before continuing to Santiago 
de Compostela, where we’ll check into 
our hotel and have dinner before a restful 
overnight stay.

DAY 10: SANTIAGO DE 
COMPOSTELA 
After breakfast, enjoy a guided tour of 
Santiago de Compostela, starting at the 
stunning Cathedral. Attend a Mass and visit 
the crypt with St. James’ silver urn. Admire

After breakfast, we’ll head to Fatima, stopping 
at the Bom Jesus do Monte pilgrimage site to 
attend Mass and explore its chapels, gardens, 
and lake. Next, we’ll travel to Porto for lunch 
and a guided tour, highlighting the Cathedral 
and São Francisco Church. Finally, we’ll check 
into our Fatima hotel for dinner.

DAY 12: FATIMA 
Start your day with breakfast at the hotel, 
then visit the Chapel of Apparitions, where 
Our Lady appeared to the three children. After 
a special Mass, take a guided tour of Fatima, 
including the Basilica and Aljustrel, their 
childhood home. Reflect at Valinhos, the site 
of Our Lady’s post-imprisonment appearance. 
Join the Stations of the Cross on the Via 
Sacra in the evening, followed by dinner and 
a restful night at your hotel.

As our pilgrimage concludes, we’ll have a final 
breakfast before heading to Lisbon Airport.

Booking Conditions

Deposit: A non-refundable deposit of $300.00 per person is required at the time of 
booking. No reservation will be processed without a deposit.
