After 
our journey through history, we’ll make our way to the house of 

the Virgin Mary, reflecting on her life after the Crucifixion of her 
son, Jesus.

then explore the Grotto of the Apocalypse, where St. John 
wrote the “Book of Revelation.” You’ll also see the crack made 
by the divine voice of God. Enjoy dinner and an overnight stay 

on board the ship, surrounded by the stunning sea.

DAY 8: RHODES
